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Message from Pastor St eve..

| remember the day | took on my first real debt. | was 18 years and just a couple
of months old and | had no real idea what | was getting myself into other than a
deep sense of fear and dread. All | knew was that in order to have a chance at the
kind of future | hoped for, | needed a college education, and in order to receive a
college education | needed student loans. So | took a deep breath and scribbled
my name on the bottom line.

I had the same feeling at the age of 23 when Amber and | closed on our first
home. What an adventure it was for us to envision our lives together in the perfect
house on a lot shaded by beautiful old white oaks with a large nature park just
outside our back gate. And yet, what anxiety | felt in the pit of my stomach as our
debt ballooned into a six-figure sum.

Later we would take on even more student loans as Amber and | both enrolled
simultaneously in graduate programs, she in accounting and | in divinity school.
Again, these were days mixed with hope, joy, and lingering fear. What if we were
unable to repay? What if | failed out of divinity school and all that money was for
nothing? What if one of us gets seriously hurt on the way to or from school, or we
are diagnosed with some terrible and expensive disease? It felt like my future was
increasingly slipping into the control of some invisible person who could not care
less about my well-being. And in some ways this fear was well-founded. As the
Bible teaches, “The rich rule over the poor, and the borrower is the slave of the
lender.” (Proverbs 22:7) More and more my future was in someone else’s hands.

And | remember the day when Amber and | finally became debt free. By hard
work, frugality, and much good fortune, we had made our last student loan
payment months ago. And now we had sold our house in preparation for moving
to a place called Farmville. | missed my house and the happy memories it hosted.
But in some ways | have never felt as relieved and free as that moment.

My story is not terribly unique. This year the combined personal debt of all
Americans reached a new high of $13 TRILLION. Imagine a million dollars and all
that you could do with it- now multiply that million by another thirteen million.
That’s how much debt we have as individual Americans. If you haven'’t already, |
want you to experience the same financial freedom that I've found and the
spiritual gifts this freedom brings- the freedom and joy in giving generously
without worry that there won’t be enough, the freedom to work because you're
called to it and you care about it rather than bound to it. If you long for financial
freedom, will you consider participating in Financial Peace University with us
beginning this month? You will find more information inside this newsletter.
