How the Economy has impacted the Church
Many of you have asked how

the Church is doing in these

difficult economic times, and we

want you to know the answer.

First, God will supply all our

needs. Second, we are called to

be good stewards of all that God entrusts

us with. To that end, every committee of

the Church has been working hard at looking

at the issues this economy has caused. We have cut our
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budget back, and we still face a very similar shortfall to
last year, where our tithes/offerings/collections were
$40,000 short of expenses- a shortfall made up by
special gifts and funds from a shortfall fund which have
been nearly depleted. Quite simply, we are
unsustainably spending more than is collected. Thus,
giving must increase, our expenses must continue to
decrease, and depending on how giving increases
compared to our budget shortfall, significant cuts yet-to-
be-determined may have to be made. While a more
formal statement will be coming from the leadership of
the Church, we want to assure you that we are working
hard on this issue. Our hope is that by being honest
about the need, we as the Church will be both generous
financially, as each person re-examines their tithing and
giving, and even more so be intentionally committed to
the unity and mission of the Church by prayerfully lifting
up one another through this time and renewing our
commitment to not let this downturn be the thing that
defines us. We will not step back from being the Church
together!
