treasure is. Simply write down the things you've been spending time on in
the last 2 weeks, plus the things that occupy your thoughts the most, and
check your bankbook to see where your spending goes: that's where your
heart is, where your passion and goals really are.

2. Check if this is the right track.  Are you spending your “treasure” doing
what is really important in life? Are you following God’s goals or your own?
Are you spinning your wheels or heading toward those goals? Jesus said,
“your heavenly Father already knows all your needs. Seek the Kingdom of
God above all else, and live righteously, and he will give you everything
you need” Matthew 6:32b-33 (NLT). He was talking about worrying
about all the concerns of life- how to pay the bills, how to
run our days, how to put food on the table, etc. Put God first
in everyday life, and everything else will happen in its time.

3. Make sure your stated goals meet up with what yo  u do.
If you say, “| want to have a better relationship with my kids” but
spend less than :30 a day with your kids, don't be surprised when

not a relationship.
Even spending an hour or 2 on
Sun. & maybe Wed. night is only
the start of a truly life-changing
relationship. We need more- God
wants us to give him our all.

Compare what you want to do with
what you actually do. What needs
to change? It takes commitment to
make a change, and a deliberate
effort of prayerful evaluation to get
on track. Ask God for guidance.

Commit to spending your
“treasure” for God daily. When
you spend your life on God’s
track, you'll be going the right
way. Accept nothing less.
