Dear Fellow Members, 
 
 I hope everyone has had a great summer.    It’s always great to start a new school year and get back to the 
structure or normalcy that the ushering in of the fall season brings to us.     As we embrace the change that this time of 
year brings, the Trustees want to ask for everyone’s help.   We need help with the appearance of our Church grounds.    
            As many of you may have noticed, the plant beds look great at times and then very quickly become overwhelmed 
with weeds again.    We are not looking for any group, family or person to take on full responsibility for all of the beds, or 
even all that is required to maintain them.    We have no problem lining up professionals 2-3 times a year to do the major 
servicing of the plant beds.   This includes items such as season pruning, fertilizing, mulch freshening or replacing, 
application of pre-emergent chemicals, etc.  Where those professionals fall short is in between these major servicing (we 
are at that point right now).   The beds often get overgrown, and it has proven quite difficult to get lawn professionals to do 
in-between weeding and clean-up.    This is especially true during the summer growing season. 
           What we are suggesting is that our church members “adopt” these beds.    It can be individuals, families, classes or 
groups that may want to take this on.  There can even be multiple groups or individuals depending on the size of the area 
adopted.   This work would include checking on your adopted area once every couple of weeks to be sure everything is in 
order.   All that would be expected would be weeding and trash or light debris clean-up.    A small amount of effort on the 
part of a larger group of people would keep our Church looking its absolute best with very little effort on any one person’s 
part. 
Please see the areas listed below to see if one of them is a good fit for you or your group: 
 

- Small landscaped island in the parking lot 
- Bed from Kitchen door around to the entry door to Chapel 
- Bed from door to Chapel around to the side of Chapel facing the Bell Tower. 
- Beds away from building that encompasses area between two walkways to Chapel door. 
- Large bed surrounded by back of Chapel and glass hallway (outside Church office). 
- Bed from Church Street up to, and including around base of Bell Tower. 
- Same Bed as above, from Bell Tower, down the side of the Sanctuary and around to the front of the 

Sanctuary (by the Choir room entry). 
- Enclosed garden on the North Side of the Church. 
- Tree patrol – Occasional trimming of low hanging limbs ands light storm or broken limb clean-up.   

Larger clean-up after hurricanes or ice storms can be handled by professionals. 
- Rear parking lot – Check for trash, excess weeds, seasonal debris. 
- Handicap parking lot on west side of building (Choir entry) – Check for trash, excess weeds, seasonal 

debris. 
 

          Again, if we all pitch in a little, we can keep our church looking very “inviting”.    I hope we can make this 
happen.   We can kick this off at any time.   It is typically late October or early November before any professionals 
will be addressing these areas.    We will plan a church-wide “Fall Clean-up Day” in the near future to help kick 
things off and help make it not so overwhelming in the beginning.    I look forward to lots of feedback.     Please 
call me, Todd Edwards at 753-7721, or the Church office to sign up for your area.
